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 Mary Jo Nichols  is sorry to 

say she is not from Minnesota 

but was born in Alamosa, Colo-

rado, a pretty wild place at that 

time. Her parents had migrated 

from Ohio in their Model A Ford 

camping along the way.  

 She recalls her father talking 

about all those wonderful West-

ern places: Canyon de Chelly, 

Chaco Canyon and Taos.  He 

also shared stories of his boy-

hood farm in Wyandot County, 

Ohio where Mary Jo would hang 

out in the barn during milking 

and spend the whole day riding 

on the corn planter behind her 

grandfather's tractor.  

 Mary Jo's early years were 

spent in rural Virginia, Lexing-

ton, Kentucky and, during the 

war, the Washington, DC area 

where her father was stationed. 

She remembers very well hearing 

about Pearl Harbor and the cele-

bration at New London, Con-

necticut on VE day.  

 At sixteen Mary Jo won a 

scholarship to Oberlin College in 

Ohio and, though too young to go 

to college, stuck it out and gradu-

ated in four years. She was mar-

ried on that same June weekend. 

 She and her husband settled in 

married student housing at Co-

lumbia University Teachers Col-

lege in New York City and she 

began her first teaching job in 

New Jersey while he completed 

his master's degree.  

 In the 60's she took on the po-

sition as director of a Montessori 

Head Start program in the notori-

ous South Bronx. You will have 

to ask Mary Jo to tell you about 

her many adventures in this posi-

tion. She recalls spending days 

downtown at the Department of 

Social Services fighting for her 

program's financial allocation so 

she could meet the payroll. No 

lack of courage for this lady.  

 When the marriage ran into 

difficulty, Mary Jo took the chil-

dren and moved to then rural 

Western Massachusetts, to the 

Berkshires famous for Tangle-

wood and Alice's Restaurant.  

Here Mary Jo taught kindergar-

ten, first and second grades . She 

especially enjoyed the kindergar-

ten years in a one room school-

house where she sometimes had 

as many as fifty-two children a 

day in two sessions. The rural 

setting was a wonderful place to 

raise her children where they 

always had a garden with an as-

sortment of animals such as dogs, 

cats, capons, a pig, a rabbit and a 

horse.  

 Eventually Mary Jo took on an 

extra job waitressing to help pay 

for her eldest son's college tui-

tion. On the first Sunday at her 

new job, she met John Nichols 

who was nursing a beer. They 

soon discovered they had a lot in 

common, particularly in regard to 

their children's experiences. They 

were married soon after and had 

thirty-two wonderful years to-

gether until his death in Novem-

ber, 2008. When Mary Jo retired 

in 1997 they decided to move to 

Colorado where they bought a 

small house on fifty-five acres at 

La Veta, Colorado, population 

900, eight thousand feet up. 

 John was able to put up a high 

radio tower for his short wave 

communication with friends.  

They enjoyed many assorted 

animals including parrots, bear, 

fox, cougars, coyotes, trout and 

beavers on the pond. They spent 

ten happy years there. 

 By now the children and many 

grandchildren lived all over the 

United States and in Japan. So 

Mary Jo and John traveled exten-

sively to see them all. They had 

both seen much 

of Europe in 

earlier days. 

John, for exam-

ple, was a para-

trooper during 

the war and had been an elite 

guard for Dwight Eisenhower.   

 In  2006, Mary Jo and John 

realized that a large property in a 

blizzard prone area with no 

neighbors and forty-five miles 

from shopping or medical facility 

was not good for people of their 

age. So they sold the place and 

moved to Port Townsend where 

they had visited Mary Jo's daugh-

ter, Jo Ann Saul and her family, 

many times.  

 Mary Jo feels fortunate to have 

always lived in beautiful places 

and Port Townsend is no excep-

tion. As always, she landed on 

her feet and sprung into action. 

She is working hard to learn the 

birds, plants, and trees of the 

Pacific Northwest. She is a do-

cent for the Marine Science Cen-

ter and Natural History Museum 

and for the Jefferson Land Trust. 

She volunteers for Centrum and 

is now being challenged by the 

beach watchers course which is 

quite intensive.  She enjoys her 

part time work at the Dream City 

Market near Kala Point and feels 

very much at home as a member 

of Trinity UMC. She sings in the 

gospel choir and participates in 

the UMW, Women's Book 

Group, Bible study and espe-

cially enjoys the walking and 

breakfast group.  

 Mary Jo concludes this fasci-

nating tale by sharing that what 

she has learned along the way is 

to keep busy, learn new things 

and keep asking those questions!

 Itôs not easy writing this column dur-

ing the 1st quarter of each year.  This is 

the 5th year that I have seen us struggle 

this time of year.  The difference this  

year is that we have money in the Sav-

ings Account to help us. 

 As of February 28th the balance in the 

Operating checking was $-444.79.  That 

means that we had to juggle the bills, 

make sure we wouldnôt be charged any 

late fees and send them after the 1st of 

March.  We had to take $2,000 out of 

the savings account to get caught up.  

The Conference Apportionments of 

$1,523.27 was paid late again. 

 I have to tell you that even though 

numbers always tell a story, Iôve never 

sat down and tried to understand what is 

going on the first of the year.  In general 

terms, pledges are down and the bills are 

pretty stable, although  thereôs always a 

little more use of electricity and heating 

oil.  Technically, we anticipated income 

of $16,153.40 for the operating account 

and received $12,492.00 for January and 

February.  Thatôs 77.3%, or $3,661.40 

less than what we felt we needed. 

 As of February 28th the account bal-

ances are:

Operating savings:             $ 10,385.58 

Restoration:       $  5,410.47 

Designated Funds:    $  1,946.92 

Designated Funds savings: $ 1,017.82 

 

 Total Income for February was 

$8151.39 and Expenses totaled 

$9,261.90.  Please find all the details on 

the bulletin board in the basement. 

 Even though it was prompted by a 

break-in to the church, it is a joy to see 

the new doors in the office and the li-

brary.  They are so well done and are 

made to look like they have served the 

church for many years. 

 I applaud the efforts of the Trustees 

and Wednesday work crew as they con-

tinue to work on repairs and mainte-

nance to the building each week.  Itôs a 

joy to see the restoration of the Library 

and the planning for the next large pro-

ject, Robins Hall.

Pipe Organ Report No. 28:  
The Baroque Organ

Stan Goddard:  Manitoba Spring: Sudden 

melting of ice and snow causing torrents of 

water running to the Red River. Jumping 

across puddles and rivulets imagining being 

a giant crossing lakes and rivers. Going to 

the bridge to see if the ice had broken up as 

it went underneath. If not the adults would 

dynamite it and oh, how I wished I could 

help them out!  

 

Beth Mackey:  Minnesota Headline:  After 

a very long winter an April snowstorm cov-

ered the state. The Minneapolis Star Tribune 

newspaper headline read "4,000,000 People 

in a Padded Cell".  

Harvey Crow:  A "Spring Recollection" 

from my childhood growing up in Texas: 

 Each spring, my parents would pile all 

five kids into the old 1938 Chevy sedan and 

drive us up to the hill country to see the vi-

brant and colorful fields of Bluebonnets and 

Indian Paintbrushes and have a picnic. I can 

still remember my brothers and me, in the 

back seat, trading "Dutch rubs" and  "Bronx 

cheers" as we rode along listening to Bob 

Wills and the Texas Playboys. 

 We are now focusing on 

connections! There are liter-

ally a couple of thousand  

connections to be made be-

tween the magnets on the 

wind chests to the console. 

Each of the pipes is supplied 

with air from the wind chest 

allowing it to make itsô spe-

cial note. An electro-magnet 

turns the air on and off when 

a key is depressed and re-

leased on the keyboard in the 

console. It is basically the 

same in principle to a door-

bell, when the button (which 

is a simple switch) is pushed 

electricity is supplied to the 

bell which rings until the 

button is released. Our prob-

lem is a little more complex, 

but what we have is essen-

tially the equivalent of some 

1300 doorbells. We need 

some help to connect the 

wires so that this hurdle can 

be overcome in a short time. 

 The magnets are installed 

on bottom boards that are 

fitted to the wind chests. 

Most of the chests have eight 

such boards. To make the job 

as easy and pleasant as possi-

ble we plan to remove the 

boards a few at a time and 

take them down to basement 

where people will sit at a 

couple of tables and do the 

connecting in relative com-

fort. Coffee, cookies and 

conversation supplied! 

 Clint Meadway, our organ 

technician, will start the ac-

tivities off by running a class 

showing how to connect 

each wire to its proper loca-

tion on a driver board. I did 

say that the system is a little 

more complex than a door-

bell circuit, didnôt I? The 

driver boards are circuit 

boards that connect to the 

computer that is located in 

the console and interpret itôs 

signals. 

 When each board is com-

pleted and checked it will be 

re-installed in itôs home in 

the wind chest.  There are 

approximately 32 bottom 

boards so this project is 

likely to take several days. 

Some of Terry Reitzôs staff 

will form the core group with 

additional volunteers with 

good digital skills forming 

the remainder. Clint and I 

will be removing and replac-

ing the bottom boards, get-

ting plenty of exercise in the 

process. When all of the 

boards have been processed 

and replaced, Clint will start 

connecting the driver boards 

together and to the line from 

the console.  

 As each wind chestôs driv-

ers are connected, the pipes 

on that chest can then be 

played. They will be out of 

tune but that is easily reme-

died. Gradually, as each 

chest is completed we will 

have more and more of the 

Silbermann organ to be en-

joyed. The temporary blower 

will moan and groan and add

(?) to the music until it is 

replaced with a new silent 

unit. 

 All of this fun will cost 

money (on the order of 

$15,000 for this phase), so, if 

you wish to help make it 

happen you can make a do-

nation to the organ fund.
