August 2009  My name is Todd Davis, you can 

call me ñTDò, and I have nothing to 

do with the Churchôs finances. My 

mother asked me to write a letter for 

her spot in the newsletter because 

even she was getting tired of writing 

about money. She wanted me to 

share a little of my story, thinking 

that it might be more interesting than 

the article she was preparing on fi-

nances.  

 I am a Major in the US Air Force 

serving in Saudi Arabia. For now, I 

am the advisor to the Royal Saudi Air 

Force for their AWACS program. I 

have been here since August of last 

year flying with and training Saudi 

aircrews. This works out well for me 

since my career for the last 10 years 

in the US Air Force has been entirely 

with the AWACS. After a year and a 

half of academic and flight training, I 

flew with the AWACS in Japan for 

3.5 years and spent almost 3 years in 

Oklahoma flying. I will be here in 

Saudi until October. 

 For those that donôt know what an 

AWACS is, or does (almost no one 

does), it is a mobile command center 

in the air. Built on a Boeing 707 air-

frame it carries a 6 foot tall and 30 

foot wide radar dome along with a 

host of surveillance, communications 

and identification systems.  I am not 

a pilot, but I do wear a flight suit to 

work everyday. I am one of the op-

erators in the back of the aircraft. 

 I have flown Operations Southern 

and Northern watch missions, 

counter drug operations over South 

America, Armistice missions over 

Korea, and many Presidential Sup-

port missions. I spent the first couple 

of months of the last gulf war in Tur-

key. We stayed grounded for that one 

when the Turks wouldnôt let us fly 

from their bases.  

 I joined the Air Force in college 

because I didnôt want to have a job at 

a desk. I ended up with a desk, but 

the Air Force put it at 30,000 feet. 

Not exactly what I was thinking, but 

I still think it was a better fit than 

what a mechanical engineering de-

gree would have offered.  I am not on 

the front line and it doesnôt get much 

safer than where I am during opera-

tions, but I like what I do.  

 My next assignment will be in 

Florida. I wonôt be flying for that 

assignment, but I will get to see my 

wife and two daughters again. They 

were not allowed to join me in Saudi. 

I will be working for the Air Force 

Test and Evaluations center.  

 I donôt know when I will be able to 

get back to the Northwest.  I plan to 

stay in the Air Force for as long as 

they will have me. Thanks to every-

one at home who supports the US 

military and its troops at the front 

doing the real work; it means more 

than you will know.

Iôve always been 

drawn to quiet places and 

as he so convincingly 

brings out in his book, 

they are increasingly hard 

to find! 

   Gordon Hempton, as an 

Emmy-winning acoustic 

ecologist, warns us that 

natural silence is our na-

tionôs fastest-disappearing 

resource. ñOne Square 

Inch of Silenceò is an 

actual place in Olympic 

National Park in  

Washington State. Any-

one can hike there. 

 Gordon lives in Port 

Angeles, Washington. In 

2007, armed with his re-

cording equipment and 

decibel-measuring sound-

level meter, he took a 

cross-country road trip 

from west to east in his 

1964 VW bus, ending up 

in Washington, D.C. to 

meet with federal offi-

cials. Itôs a fascinating 

journey, though laced 

with considerable techni-

cal details, he describes 

and records many of the 

sounds he hears, such as 

fast-disappearing birdsong 

as well as ever-present 

jets and planes all along 

the way. Each chapter 

begins with a small map 

and he likes to take side 

roads and talk to people. 

   His emphasis is to make 

us more aware of how 

natural landscape sounds 

are being drowned out by 

the ever-increasing din of 

man-made noise. We 

speak louder to be heard. 

We gradually lose our 

hearing at an earlier age. 

He has ñproduced a sonic 

EKG of Americaò. His 

meetings with Federal 

officials and Park Service 

people are frustrating. 

They say they know al-

most everything about 

noise: how to measure it, 

quantify it, but donôt 

know how to stop it. 

There are suggestions at 

the end of the book of 

ways to live more quietly. 

Also included is an en-

hanced CD.

EXPLORING A CULTURE ñCRASHò  IN THE 
WILD SOUTHWEST

 After enjoying life in the 

heavenly setting of Port 

Townsend off and on for 15 

years, Mary and I took em-

ployment in Alameda, Cali-

fornia and subsequent 

óretirementô in Mesa, Ari-

zona.  On the computer, the 

gated community we found 

looked so tranquil with a 

beautiful swimming pool 

ringed with stately palm 

trees, the activity center pic-

tured a grand ballroom with a 

stage for the orchestra, the 

huge stainless steel kitchen 

and its smiling volunteers 

could cook up a gourmet 

meal for 200 easily. So it was 

simple to say, ñHere we 

come, ready or not.ò 

 True enough, our Las Pal-

mas Grand village of 850 

homes is ultra clean, the pool 

is a genuine pleasure to use, 

we can walk on a treadmill 

and watch the Today show at 

the same time, and low and 

behold, I am not allowed to 

mow my lawn.  Sounds 

strange, but we are not al-

lowed to have a lawn.  In-

stead, our yard is covered in 

crushed granite with a drip 

system that automatically 

waters our orange tree, cacti, 

queen palms and lantana 

shrubs which, in turn, give 

cover to the families of rab-

bits and quail that dash 

around hiding from the coyo-

tes that sneak in every night 

for a 3:00 am meal. 

 There seem to be malls and 

shopping centers on every 

intersection, the freeway has 

six lanes going in each direc-

tion and City Hall is a 40 

minute drive away.  And, like 

Port Townsend, there are 

hosts of people from Minne-

sota, Michigan, Canada, Ne-

braska, and other points 

north.   Surely, itôs tranquil, 

beautiful, and in the summer, 

quite hot.  Ten minutes from 

home, one can plod through 

the dusty streets of a genuine 

ghost town with a chance to 

go horseback riding - all un-

der the shadow of the Super-

stition Mountains which still 

hold the secret hiding place 

of the Lost Dutchman Gold 

Mine. 

 The many differences in 

culture between Port Town-

send and Mesa, Arizona are 

what one would expect from 

a refreshing, forested, north-

ern town compared to a city 

which is evolving from a 

wild, gun-toting frontier vil-

lage to a complicated modern 

city. 

 Our real shock of  different 

cultures  has not been town 

vs. city, trees vs. desert sand, 

cool rainy weather, vs. pleas-

ant winter sun, but something 

more ominous, dangerous 

and deadly.  Illegal immigra-

tion news is almost daily 

flashed across the headlines, 

jarring us awake from our 

pleasant oasis setting as we 

relax in retirement.  With the 

border of Mexico so close to 

us, we hear stories passed on 

word of mouth of people 

stretched to dangerous limits 

to reach the ñland of milk and 

honeyò wanting to escape 

their lives of poverty and 

desperation. 

 Our local church folk take  

turns delivering life-saving 

water to the U.S. side of the 

border where people from as 

far away as deep Central 

America struggle to cross the 

desert in 120 degree heat.  

These water stations each 

erect a tall pole which flies a 

blue flag, visible for a long 

way off as a signal to these 

dare devils to come get a 

drink.  Mercifully, the border 

patrol agents are eager for the 

church people to arrive with 

their water to save lives.  

They wait at the water sta-

tions and offer not a trip to 

jail, but a free ride to a border 

town where they can return 

home.  Some take the deal 

and others refuse.  Many 

have been defeated by the 

horrible experience of the 

trek, some even seeing their 

friends die for the want of 

water, food or protection 

from the vicous sun.  The 

óunofficialô border patrol 

policy is to save lives rather 

than have to bury the new 

immigrants.  These church 

volunteers truly are ówater 

angels.ô 

 A small village in Mexico 

by the border has grown up 

around a clinic that provides 

medical care and artificial 

limbs for a large number of 

people who have fallen from 

the trains upon which they 

have been riding.  Some fall 

asleep and  lose their hold, 

and in the fall, the train runs 

over them.  Some are killed 

outright, and others are some-

how brought to the clinic 

where they join a large com-

munity of ósecond chanceô 

citizens.  You canôt fool me.  

I know that these who run 

this clinic are really angels in 

disguise.  Instead of wings 

which usually sprout on the 

backs of angels, they oversee 

the sprouts of new arms and 

legs for those who would 

dash for freedom and a new 

life.

Pipe Organ Report No. 30: The Baroque Organ

 On Saturday, July 11th, we had our 

monthly breakfast and had a great 

turnout of 10 men.  Fred cooked up 

the eggs, sausage and pancakes and 

we all had a hearty breakfast. 

 We then spent an amazing hour of 

sharing, discussing meaningful Bible 

verses and the impact God has had on 

our lives and our church.  You could 

feel the presence of God in the room 

as we engaged in Christian male bond-

ing and shared ideas on building the 

church and being a light in Port Town-

send.   

 Our next breakfast is August 8th at 

8:00 am.  Please make plans to attend.  

All that is required is a Bible verse or 

passage that has some particular 

meaning to you. 

 A major milestone was 

passed on July 2 when two 

ranks (first two ready) of the 

baroque organ were used by 

Clint Meadway (in photo) to 

play Cwym Rhonda ,a familiar 

Welsh melody used in a number of hymns, 

for the trustees as part of the progress report 

on the project. The pipes were not yet tuned 

and several notes played together but at least 

the tune could be recognized over the blower 

noise.  

 Much remains to be done: debugging the 

electronics, doing the wood and metal work 

to create a facade display of 52 pipes, paying 

for and installing the new silent blower and 

redesigning the air supply so that all the 

pipes when installed will be adequately 

served. 

 We are still searching for three ranks of 

pipes that are relatively scarce. The internet 

has been a good source but it is disappointing 

to be beaten out in the last 15 seconds of an 

auction on E-bay. Just have to keep at it until 

we get what we need. 

 Right now work is focused on making the 

cube shaped wooden blocks that the toes of 

the facade pipes will sit in to be supplied 

with air when selected by the organist. These 

blocks are roughly 3 inch cubes and are made 

from Alaska yellow cedar (actually Nootka 

Cypress; see Wikipedia for an interesting 

description about the problem of classifying 

this tree which is still ongoing after 150 

years). This wood is relatively hard, close 

grained and carves well (used for masks) and 

is remarkably stable, qualities that make it 

ideal for organ parts. 

 Once this woodwork is done and the 

blocks installed, a supporting framework will 

be built to hold the facade pipes upright. The 

long narrow wind chests that will supply air 

to these pipes are currently being modified to 

pipe air to them as needed. Finally, the chests 

will be wired into the control system so that 

they can be selected and played from the 

console. 

 Much remains to be done before this organ 

can be dedicated by the bishop on November 

15. You can help by making a donation to the 

organ fund to keep this project moving. Your 

interest is encouraging and appreciated.
