The mission of Trinity 

United Methodist Church of 

Port Townsend is to be a  

welcoming ministry; to  

nurture spiritual  

development, fellowship 

 and outreach. 

 The reports over the last 

three years detail the pro-

gress that has been made in 

building the baroque style 

organ inspired by that great 

builder, Gottfried Silber-

mann. The organ is now in 

the final stages of comple-

tion. Two major tasks re-

main: installing (after re-

building) the last major wind 

chest and cleaning and voic-

ing the instrument after the 

final rank of pipes is in 

place. 

 Just to recall what the goal 

was and what has been ac-

complished: we started with 

a plan to musically emulate 

one of Silbermann's typical 

mid-sized instruments by 

duplicating and adding to the 

list of stops, and to do it 

using 20th century electronic 

technology to connect the 

console to the wind chests 

that are some 50' away. This 

was made necessary by the 

fact that the only space 

available for the pipes was 

on the balcony, yet the most 

appropriate location for the 

console was on the ground 

floor near the other organ. 

 Silbermann (1683-1753) 

was a friend of Johann 

Sebastian Bach (1685-1750) 

and godfather of two of his 

sons. Bach often checked 

out Silbemann's new or-

gans  and frequently recom-

mended changes to improve 

them. There are quite a few 

of Silbermann's organs still 

in existence; they are now 

regarded in Germany as na-

tional treasures. All of the 

instruments are mechanical 

in nature, implying that the 

keys are connected to the 

wind chest by rods, levers 

and cranks (mostly made of 

wood). This makes it impos-

sible to physically separate 

the keyboards and pedals 

from the instrument. 

 Our challenge and oppor-

tunity was to stretch out the 

instrument horizontally so 

that all of the pipes could fit 

into the available space. This 

necessitated fitting the long-

est pipes on horizontal racks 

where they 

have the space 

to speak prop-

erly. The result 

has been suc-

cessful in that 

the organ 

sounds as it 

should, yet 

there is space 

(not much) to 

tune and ser-

vice the instru-

ment as 

needed. This 

has all been 

done mostly 

with recycled 

pipes and components from 

all over the United States 

and some new components 

including the blower and all 

the electronics. 

 We expect the arrival of 

the last wind chest men-

tioned above in the next cou-

ple of weeks. It will be lo-

cated in the playschool 

where it will be re-leathered 

and fitted with new rack 

boards to hold the pipes. 

When that has been done we 

will be asking for lots of 

help from the congregation 

to clean and wash all the 

pipes. This will be done out-

side in good weather. It is 

like a bucket brigade in that 

the pipes will be passed 

down to the cleaners and 

passed back up and rein-

stalled after they are dry. 

Please standby. It will be an 

interesting social occasion 

with lots of photo-ops.

We have a new 

normal.  Each morning I head 

to Poulsbo to see her rather 

than head straight to work.

Sheôs 

doing well and Iôm grateful 

that she is in such a wonderful 

facility. 

 Church finances went well 

in May.

Iôm hopeful this project can be 

accomplished soon.

 My seminary roommate called on my birthday.  Rev. 

Marv Rosa and I came to Garrett a bit older than the rest 

of the students.

 Marv gets our newsletter and he confessed to me that 

he reads Stanôs Organ Report before he reads the Pastorôs 

Log. I guess I understand this because Marv is a musi-

cian. I have invited him to come to Washington to preach 

and to play the organ but it is hard to get him away from 

Lake Ann, MI even though he is retired. 

 Don Campbell and I have returned from Annual Con-

ference in Tacoma where I was appointed for my elev-

enth year at Trinity. 

 I have not talked about my honeybees lately. Don and I 

each have a hive and we caught a swarm at Quilcine. In 

the dark of night, someone stole five frames from one of 

our hives. The culprit must have been a beekeeper be-

cause who else would dare to open a hive and take 10,000 

bees. I filed a police report but so far no one has been 

caught with ñHotò bees. 

 We need bees for our food crops and, as you probably 

know, bees are vanishing in large numbers throughout the 

world. How can you help, you must be asking? There is a 

wonderful article in the latest issue of World Ark, the 

Heifer International magazine.  

 Colony collapse disorder (CCD) was first observed in 

2006, when bees were simply disappearing from their 

hives leaving behind the queen and young brood. There is 

also a dramatic decline of wild bees. In China the prob-

lem is so severe that apple and pear growers have been 

wiped out. China workers must pollinate by hand, climb-

ing ladders and dripping Q-tip-like tools made of bamboo 

shoots and chicken feathers into every blossom. 

 What can we do?   

Create a bee-friendly garden. (www.xerces.org) Plant 

spruce trees and barberry shrubs or any kind of 

flowering plant. Itôs not too late to start a garden. 

Think before you spray. Pesticides used for lawns 

and gardens can harm bees.  

Hit the farmers market. Most are organic farmers 

who depend on the pollinators for the crops they 

grow and the food we eat. 

 Become a beekeeper. (www.beesource.com) I would 

be happy to help you get started. 

 Our life depends on how well we care for our environ-

ment and food supply because we are all in this together 

as stewards of Godôs wonderful world. Bee aware of 

whatôs going on in your world.

 In the United States, Independence Day, 

commonly known as the Fourth of July, is a 

federal holiday commemorating the adop-

tion of the Declaration of Independence on 

July 4, 1776, declaring independence from 

the Kingdom of Great Britain.   

 Independence Day is commonly associ-

ated with fireworks, parades, barbeques, 

carnivals, fairs, picnics, concerts, baseball 

games, political speeches and ceremonies, 

and various other public and private events 

celebrating the history, government, and 

traditions of the United States.

 A day earlier John Adams had written to 

his wife, Abigail: "The second day of July, 

1776, will be the most memorable epoch in 

the history of America.  I believe it will be 

celebrated by following generations as the 

great anniversary festival with solemn acts 

of devotion to God and solemnized with 

pomp and parade, with shows, games, 

sports, guns, bells, bonfires, and illumina-

tions, from one end of this continent to the 

other."  Though he was off by two days, the 

celebration did begin and continues to this 

day.    

 In a remarkable series of coincidences, 

both John Adams and Thomas Jefferson, 

two founding fathers of the United States 

and the only two men who signed the Dec-

laration of Independence to become presi-

dent, died on the same day: July 4, 1826, 

which was the United States' 50th anniver-

sary.
