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 This mystery fiction is such an 

ironical, intellectual reach!  She 

allows you to peer through the 

peephole in the stage curtain.  You 

are the voyeur.  Hopefully, you are 

absorbing the subtle, murky 

scenes of history; specifically 

1984 and the years before.  They 

play on your memories. 

 She gives the ready slight hints 

of the unfolding mystery, a phan-

tasmagoria of greed, intrigue and 

murder.  She weaves into her story 

California and the Berkeley Ban-

croft Library. Right there I 

stopped the reading, and thought, 

this is not quite honest.  Why the 

Bancroft?  Why not the national 

Archives or why not use The Free-

dom of Information sources?  It 

may be fiction, but put your 

imaginative statements in the right 

venue.  As far as I know, the Ban-

croft houses recordings of much 

revered artists. 

 I have two father and son paint-

ers, artists, for whom I have a 

great fondness.  They have left for 

posterity recorded conversations 

archived at the Bancroft.  To my 

knowledge, no political confes-

sions are left there.  Nevertheless, 

she puts the library to work for 

her, for her novel.  She then takes 

you to home base, to Washington, 

D.C. , of course, and on to the 

confusion of the Caribbean, natu-

rally. 

 This is one excellent, slyly 

crafted mystery novel.  This is 

offbeat; original.  It is quality writ-

ing.  There is no generic, commer-

cial plotting going on in the slen-

der book, as you will find in a 

plethora of other mystery novels. 

 She avoids any potential law-

suits by avoiding all important 

nouns, pronouns and specific geo-

graphical, physical characteristics.  

She crafts an opaque layout.  She 

creates tension, which stretches 

from the beginning to the end.  

She concentrates on the fragility 

of her characters, their lack of firm 

identity.  Through them, she illus-

trates the inhumanity of it all.  It is 

a cynical novel.  It reflected the 

times.
