 The subject of our bucket lists has not 

come up until recently.  Edôs was to take 

the Southpoint-Lofall passenger ferry.  

Mine was to walk down Hwy. 104 and 

stand on the Hood Canal Bridge while it 

was closed.  Iôm happy to report that we 

accomplished both.  Also, since we live 1 

ı miles from the bridge Iôm really, really 

happy that it is open. 

 Church finances are improved for May 

and Iôm grateful for that.  It doesnôt hurt 

that there were 5 Sundays in May.  Total 

income for the month was $10,714 and 

expenses were $10,649.  That is a posi-

tive cash flow of $65!  Weôre about 2 

weeks behind in paying our Apportion-

ment each month, but otherwise we are 

up to date.  The Apportionment  is 

$1,523.  Weôre also dealing with our 

insurance bill.  Weôve paid $2,000 out of 

our $4,000 bill.  Weôll make the last 2 

payments in July and August. 

 There have been recent maintenance 

bills for the parsonage and church.  The 

Trustees have been working on these 

issues.  The bills for maintenance in May 

totaled $800. 

  

 Office expenses including printing, 

supplies, telephone and computer totaled 

$476.  Utilities were $685.  That bill in-

cludes electricity, garbage, oil and water/

sewer.  Out of that, the oil charge was 

$437.   Personnel costs for the month of 

May totaled $5,153 and the program 

costs were $1,984. Program includes our 

apportionment and the cost for Wendell 

and Don to attend the annual conference.  

Sanctuary Renovation costs were $141.  

Our loan and interest expense was $410 

and facilities which include maintenance 

and insurance was $1,800. 

 Account balances as of May 31st are: 

Operating:  $1,837 

Operating Savings: $4,690 

Restoration:  $2,686 

Designated Funds $1,823 

Designated Savings: $1,018

Pipe Organ Report No. 29: The Baroque Organ  
By Stan Goddard  

 During this past week Clint Meadway 

(organ designer) worked with us (Dick Al-

lyn, Harry Takata , Harvey Crow and Stan 

Goddard) on the wiring of the Silbermann 

organ. The main tasks were wiring of the 

large windchests to connectors which will 

attach to driver boards that in turn are con-

nected to the console on the chancel. Some of 

that wiring and connecting was accom-

plished. In fact one of the wind chests was 

connected to the console and tested. Some 

notes were actually sounded. They were 

played from one of the keyboards in the con-

sole. This marked a major milestone in the 

organôs construction. Much remains to be 

done to finish wiring and connecting the 

other wind chests. 

 All of the large pipes that will be used for 

the façade were laid out on the floor of the 

playschool to form a pleasing design. The 

basic form or geometric shape is similar to 

that of the Mudler with large metal pipes in 

the center of the display and wooden pipes at 

each end. This layout involves 55 pipes and 

is more than twenty feet long. Each of these 

pipes will sit on a specially designed lintel 

board so as to show almost its full length and 

allow its mouth to be well above the hand rail 

so that its sound is clear. The 

lintel boards will be fitted with 

air lines to the appropriate 

opening on one of three long 

narrow windchests. We will 

make the lintels and the con-

necting blocks. This will allow 

us to practice our woodworking skills.  

 The very longest pipes in our design will 

be in a second row behind the façade pipes. 

Because of their length, they will sit on 

blocks on the floor that will supply the air 

they need from an adjacent windchest. Again 

some detailed woodwork and plumbing will 

occur. We will be busy with some of these 

and related tasks during the rest of the sum-

mer. 

 We have ordered the new silent blower that 

will be the lungs of the organ. It will be de-

livered by early September. The cost deliv-

ered from Orrville, Ohio will be approxi-

mately $4500. If you care to help out on this 

project, please write a check to the Organ 

Fund at Trinity. Thanks for all the support to 

date and special thanks to Carlyn Stark for 

providing Clint with a comfortable room 

while he was here. .
