 Think of it this way: you 

donôt have to sit through 400 

slides of the Ankeny winter 

vacation. This article can even 

be skipped. 

 I flew down early to spend 

extra time with Mason and his 

family in California. Wendell 

drove our motor home down 

later. The joy of seeing a 

healthy, walking Mason was 

off the charts.  

 It was still winter in Bishop, 

at about 4,100ô situated in a 

valley on the eastern edge 

of the Sierra-Nevadas. 

Nighttime temps were in 

the teens and 20s. There 

was concern about the 

water freezing in the mo-

tor home. Keithôs home 

still had snow on the 

ground in January provid-

ing fun outings with Ma-

son. We hiked and went 

along for several climbing 

outings with Mason and 

his parents. Keith set up 

an easy climbing route for 

his mom. I managed not to 

embarrass myself, not 

climbing for almost 40 

years. The area I climbed 

is in the Alabama Hills 

with Mt. Whitney visible in the 

distance. The craggy rocks and 

boulders have served as back-

drops for numerous Western 

movies. 

 After Bishop, we headed 

south spending a night at 

Joshua Tree National Park and 

then on into Desert Hot 

Springs to visit a friend. We 

drove east to Quartzite, Ari-

zona where we spent a few 

days getting a solar collecting 

system put on our motor home 

that allowed us to ñlive off the 

gridò and camp out in the de-

sert.  

 We spent a week at Anza-

Borrego Desert State Park, 2 

hours east of San Diego. The 

600,000 acres, west of the Sal-

ton Sea in California, included 

500 miles of mostly 4-wheel 

drive roads. Our motor home 

was parked at the edge of the 

desert without hookups. This 

was probably my favorite 

camping place during the trip. 

I loved sitting and looking out 

over the expanse of desert with 

a wide variety of cacti and 

plants, some starting to bloom. 

 Wendell created some bird 

feeders out of Minute Maid 

cartons and fed the birds and 

ground squirrels. Highly enter-

taining and relaxing. Occa-

sional jackrabbits passed by 

using their comical locomo-

tion. Coyotes made music at 

dusk. There was great hiking 

up deserted canyons where I 

found ancient grinding rocks. 

Wendell observed a roadrun-

ner nesting in a palm tree. 

 During one of our walk-

abouts in the RV parking area, 

we spotted the distinctive PT 

bumper sticker. Sure enough, a 

couple from Port Townsend 

was camping there with others 

from PT, all unknown to us. 

 An RV park situated on 2 of 

7 manmade lakes was recom-

mended to us at Santee on the 

east side of San Diego. It was a 

lovely recreational park 

near the end of the marvel-

ous trolley line that took us 

into the city. We did many 

of the usual San Diego 

attractions and toured the 

Midway aircraft carrier, a 6 

hour tour.  

    We wandered up the 

coast, poking around the 

seaside towns of Carlsbad 

and Oceanside, stumbling 

onto farmerôs markets and 

street fairs, often camping 

over-looking the ocean. 

Our San Clemente site was 

a few feet from the cliffôs 

edge looking out to a beach 

filled with surfers. That 

night an energetic wind and 

rainstorm descended and bat-

tered the motor home for sev-

eral anxious hours. 

 We skirted around the east 

side of L.A. and headed back 

to Bishop for several more 

days with Mason and family. 

Our campsite was along the 

beautiful, fast-flowing Owens 

River, an important water 

source for Los Angeles. We 

visited a fabulous railroad and 

pioneer museum where Mason

 Before I talk about church fi-

nances this month I need to talk 

about bean counting.  We currently 

have 7 faithful church members who 

count money after church services.  

They do this in pairs so each person 

does it one or two times a month. 

When someone asks to be relieved 

of their duties, we struggle because 

we have no one to replace them.  We 

do need two or three more volun-

teers to help with this task.  If you 

are able please, let me know and we 

will include you in the 3rd quarter 

schedule (July-August).  Training is 

included. 

 Iôm very much impressed with the 

work that has gone into completing 

the Sanctuary Anteroom, next to the 

sanctuary.  I enjoy just standing in 

that room looking at the very old 

books in the book case, the chair 

donated by Gail Jenkins and the 

other pieces.  Iôm grateful to Dan 

and Donna Purnell who donated 

$1,600 specifically to complete this 

work. 

 The trustees and Work Wednes-

day crew are starting to work on a 

large maintenance project, new sid-

ing for the outside of the parsonage.  

The shingles are very old and break-

ing.  Itôs definitely a project that 

needs to be done.  Unfortunately 

when we deal with our old buildings 

we are never quite sure what we will 

find and I believe thatôs the same 

thinking that we have with the par-

sonage.  We currently also do not 

have the funding to complete this 

project. 

 Finances were definitely a little 

brighter this year in January and 

February.  Pledges that we received 

in the operating fund were $8,255 

for January, $8,352 for February and 

$4,895 in March.  Fortunately by 

March the heating bill was much 

less and there was enough carry over 

so that all the bills were paid in 

March.  Iôve talked way too many 

times about the insurance premium 

bill and parsonage property tax as 

we head into April and May.  We do 

have money in the savings account 

to help us get past these big bills so 

Iôm going to just pray that it all 

works out.  Iôll keep you posted. 

 The bills all look typical on the 

March Profit and Loss Statement. If 

you are interested in studying this 

further, please check out the bulletin 

board in the basement. Weôve been 

able to keep the apportionment paid 

up to date in 2010.  Our payment 

each month is $1,451.60.  Thank 

you all for your financial support of 

this church.

 A most interesting mother 

Susannah Wesley, mother of 

John Wesley and often called 

the Mother of Methodism. 

 Susannah Wesley was born 

the last of 25 children in Eng-

land in 1664 and died in 

1742. She lived a long life for 

the period. She bore 19 chil-

dren. Eight of her children 

survived, including John, the 

founder of Methodism and 

his brother Charles who was 

a great organizer and musi-

cian writing more than 6ooo 

hymns in his lifetime. Al-

though Susannah never 

preached a sermon, published 

a book, or founded a church, 

she is known as the Mother 

of Methodism for the influ-

ence she had on her sons 

John and Charles. 

 Susannah had the full re-

sponsibility for raising her 

children as her husband was 

often away in debtor's prison 

and even left her alone with 

the children for a whole year 

due to a minor dispute. There 

were many hardships, their 

house burned down twice and 

she was then forced to put the 

children in foster homes for 

two years. Nevertheless, she 

persevered and managed to 

give her 9 surviving children 

a fine education. Both girls 

and boys were classically 

educated including Latin and 

Greek. The children began 

their lessons on their fifth 

birthday and were expected 

to learn the entire alphabet on 

the first day.  All but two 

accomplished this feat and 

Susannah thought those two 

to be very slow.  Susannah 

was not satisfied with the 

teachings of the church at 

that time and began to have 

Sunday services at home for 

her children using sermons 

from her father's file plus 

hymns and Bible readings. At 

one time, she had 200 people 

attending her home services. 

She was indeed a remarkable 

woman and one with great 

courage.
