This newslet-

ter Spotlight on Jean Stanks 

written in July, 2005 is pre-

sented today to share with at-

tendees at her memorial ser-

vice on May 1, 2011. It is our 

intention to tell the story of 

Jean 's life as she shared with 

the writer.   

 Jean Stanks  hails from the 

Windy City of Chicago on the 

shores of Lake Michigan in the 

heart of the upper Midwest.   

Jean was born to Earl and 

Jennie Filkins after they 

adopted three children, a girl 

and twin boys. Then Jean came 

along followed by a little 

brother.  

 Together Mr. and Mrs. 

Filkins were part of the organ-

izers of the North Austin Meth-

odist Episcopal Church in Chi-

cago.  Mr. Filkins died in 1928 

leaving Mrs. Filkins to raise 

four children on her own dur-

ing really hard economical 

times in the United States. The 

eldest child, Louise, was on her 

own by the time her father 

died.  Mrs. Filkins worked as a 

cook and a practical nurse 

among other jobs to keep the 

family fed, housed, clothed, 

and healthy.  

 Jean remembers that her 

mother always arranged for a 

kindly neighbor to keep an eye 

out for any goings on at the 

house when she had to be at 

work. The children were kept 

occupied with responsibilities 

and their studies.  

 Jean attended Chicago Public 

Schools and was a night stu-

dent at Northwestern Univer-

sity. She attended the church 

her parents had helped to or-

ganize, then the First Congre-

gational Church in Chicago.  

Math, Science and Music were 

Jean's favorite subjects. She 

studied piano and sang in an A 

Cappella choir. She was 

awarded a Girl Scout scholar-

ship to attend Business College 

in Chicago, the Institute for 

Modern Business.    

 The buzzing downtown Chi-

cago was where Jean worked 

as a young woman utilizing her 

Math skills as a statistician on 

Michigan Avenue working at a 

comptometer on payroll which 

she thoroughly enjoyed.  In her 

evening hours  she continued 

her studies at Northwestern and 

participated in the wide array 

of class offerings there.  

 Mr. Stanley A. Stanks, an 

internal auditor for Crane Com-

pany where Jean worked, must 

have admired Jean's mathe-

matical competence and per-

sonal spark because he asked 

her to marry him. Stanley was 

from Lithuania having came to 

the US as a child. His original 

name was Stankus but, as hap-

pened frequently, it was 

changed upon the family's en-

trance to the country. He and 

Jean were married in 1947.   

 Jean and Stanley produced 

two children, Jennifer and 

Stanley, who have a connec-

tion to Ernest Hemingway: 

they can all claim Oak Park, 

Illinois as their birthplace. It is 

not known whether the children 

consider that fact to be a dubi-

ous distinction or a badge 

of  pride.  

 The Stanks family traveled 

all over the United States 

through Stanley, Sr.'s work for 

Crane Company  before mov-

ing to Rialto, California in 

1952 where he was Comptrol-

ler of Crane Pacific. Jean says 

that they met many wonderful 

people and enjoyed traveling to 

many famous locations during 

that time.  

 At Rialto, Jean led Girl 

Scouts while raising the chil-

dren. When the children en-

tered school, Jean worked as 

Accounts Clerk for Special 

Programming for the Rialto 

School District for 18 years.  

 The Stanks family were 

members of Rialto Congrega-

tional Church and participated 

in all activities there. Jean 

served as an Adult Minister at 

Rialto, played organ, taught 

Sunday School, made the ban-

ners and altar cloths, prepared 

the communion bread, was a 

deaconate among other activi-

ties.  Jean keeps in regular cor-

respondence with friends from 

there to this day.  

 The people at Rialto have 

donated generously to the Trin-

ity United Methodist Church, 

Port Townsend, organ fund. 

They have recently honored 

Jean Stanks for her 40 years of 

service to them.

 FUTURE BUILDING PLANS? 

We will be finishing a major phase 

of our building renovation soon 

with the completion of the many 

projects associated with the sanctu-

ary refurbishment . This multi-

year project included re-plastering 

the Narthex, new carpeting and 

wood flooring, the tracker organ, 

the óson of Silbermanô organ, a new 

piano, refurbished pews (by sum-

mer), new cushions (late summer) 

and redo of the sanctuary ante-

room. 

 NOW, for the next phase we 

need to have a committee review 

our current and future needs and to 

put together a plan for a better pas-

torôs office, classrooms and handi-

capped restrooms. Planning will 

include what to do with the Robins 

Hall, the Playschool and the current 

office; how long to take for this 

development; and how to finance 

this effort. 

 

 We were all moved in some way 

by the loss of Jean Stanks following 

her fall in our church. Unfortunately, 

it takes an incident like this to pro-

vide a wake up call to be prepared 

for our own emergencies.  After the 

earthquake in Japan, it was another 

wake up call for emergency prepar-

edness as well. While both of these 

incidents are fresh in your memory, 

here are some tips that may make a 

big difference in your own emer-

gency situation. 

 As a start, I have placed forms, 

My Safety Plan, in the church office 

that were developed by many emer-

gency preparedness groups and the 

Jefferson Public Health department. 

One is attached as a downloadable 

PDF file at the end of the newsletter. 

Please take the time to take a form, 

fill it out. Make two or three other 

copies. Place one in a sealed enve-

lope with your name on the outside. 

Deposit this in the church office in 

(Designated Box). Place the Safety 

Plan in your refrigerator, as the para-

medics in Jefferson County will look 

there for it. Keep another in your car 

or any place you spend time, your 

work or volunteer agency. If you 

were to fall or faint in any of these 

places, or be involved in an earth-

quake or fire, this envelope with 

vital information could be given to 

the emergency personnel to better 

care for you. Many of us have aller-

gies to medications, foods, or have 

medical conditions, which if the in-

formation can be quickly accessed, 

could make a big difference in safely 

caring for you in an emergency. 

 The second suggestion is recom-

mended by all national emergency 

personnel: in your cell phone direc-

tory, make an entry ICE and put the 

phone number of your closest rela-

tive or friend you want contacted In 

Case of Emergency (ICE). Emer-

gency personnel will look at your 

cell phone under ICE for that infor-

mation. 

 Another suggestion is to put your 

emergency contact on the back of 

your nametag in church. 

 Taking these simple steps will 

ensure that the emergency respond-

ers will have critical information to 

care for you safely and your closest 

family and friends will be notified.

We called Jean our Energizer Bunny be-

cause she was always on the go. Although 

often in pain she still lived independently 

and drove her car in daylight only. 

 A member of Trinity since September 18, 

1994, she prepared communion, sang alto in 

the choir, was present and participated in 

absolutely everything that happened at Trin-

ity like Bible Study, Lenten Studies, Movie 

Night, Womenôs activities, Knit Wits, Can-

dlelight Concerts as well as the Red Hat So-

ciety. 

 Because Jean was so active at church, and 

I often provided rides for her, she and I be-

came close. There are other ñelderlyò per-

sons at Trinity but I felt especially close to 

Jean. The choir members, as will all the rest 

of us, will greatly miss for her wonderful 

smile and glorious spirit.  When she was 

often told how proud we were of her, her 

standard answer was, ñYah Right!ò         

 We all miss you, Jean.

 Energetic and enthusiastic on and off 

stage, Doug Daniels is a natural per-

former.  He has been playing folk and 

classical guitar since he was a boy at the 

School for the Blind, in Salem, Ore-

gon.  In his room in the dorm, he spent 

hours listening to folk classics of Peter, 

Paul & Mary, Simon and Garfunkel and 

a host of other musical artists, trying to 

figure out their guitar arrangements to 

the note.  From that time on, Daniels 

never let his sight disability stop him 

from pursuing his passion for acoustic 

guitar music. 

 After college Daniels continued per-

forming in local Eugene venues and 

opened two successful folk music stores 

ï one in Corvallis, Oregon, The Trou-

badour, and one in Eugene, Balladeer 

Music.  On Saturday evenings, Dougôs 

Eugene store was transformed into a 

studio filled with eager and supportive 

audiences, as he produced the broad-

cast, ñBlackberry Jamò, a folk show 

aired live on KLCC.  

 Just recently Daniels received a grant 

to purchase computers, software and 

training that will be used to further 

other sight disability performers that 

have an interest in the acoustic guitar 

tradition.  Doug has revitalized the Ice-

House Recording Studio in Eugene 

where he continues his enthusiasm for 

teaching, performing and recording 

with the acoustic guitar. 

 Mike Mullin  is passionate and spir-

ited by many forms of music.  Mullin 

comes from a long heritage of musi-

cians going back many generations.  He 

has been playing since he was 11 years 

old.  ñMy father was a Jazz guitarist 

who passed the passion to meò. 
 Mullin played in bands from the mid-

dle 60ôs to the present.  He played at 

high school sock hops to square dances.  

He was brought up in southern Califor-

nia and came of age when a musical 

renaissance was exploding all around 

him.  Beatles, Blues, folk rock and 

Latin influences found his ear.  Mullin 

traveled for a year after finishing a 

Community college in Northern Cali-

fornia.  On his travels through Europe, 

he played at outdoor markets, bars and 

restaurants and tourist attractions from 

Amsterdam to Crete and back to South-

ern France for a stint in Aix-en-

Province.  He returned to Northern 

California and studied Music at Sonoma 

State University. 

 Mullin and Daniels have performed 

together in several events in the Port 

Townsend area and have always been 

attracted to each otherôs style and love 

of rhythmic and melodic manipulation; 

sometimes referred to as Contrapuntal 

Arrangement.  ñOur joint passion lives 

in taking the time to rehearse and hav-

ing fun with the musical possibilities.  

We enjoy ourselves and that is what 

keeps the musical machined oiled.ò

Methodist Musings

 United Methodist Committee on Relief 

(UMCOR) Depot West calls for "Older 

Adults" to Volunteer!  That's right in the De-

cember 2010 Channels Newsletter of the 

PNC an article by The Reverend Paul Graves 

puts out the call to older adults.  Trinity 

UMC and UMCOR's call may be a match 

made in heaven! (That is if we are willing to 

admit that most of us are indeed "older 

adults"). 

 Graves writes, "Our four-person team 

spent four and a half days at the depot put-

ting together 1,920 Health Kits destined to 

help those in need, such as the people of 

Haiti. These "kits" consist of a washcloth, a 

hand towel, toothbrush and toothpaste, a bar 

of soap, a comb, a fingernail file (or clipper) 

and 6 bandages."  This team of four older 

adults journeyed to the UMCOR Depot West 

in Salt Lake City, UT from Sandpoint UMC 

in Idaho. 

 "For people who are feeling powerless in 

being able to help those in need, providing 

health kits is a tangible way they can make 

an immediate difference," said Kathy Kraiza, 

director of UMCOR's relief supplies.   The 

kits, valued at about $12 per kit, contain eve-

rything from towels and washcloths to sterile 

bandages and bar soap. They will be distrib-

uted to those who have been forced to leave 

their homes as a result of recent disasters.  In 

addition to the health kits UMCOR also asks 

for volunteers to donate items and assemble 

the following types of kits, bedding kits, 

birthing kits, layette kits, school kits, sewing 

kits and cleaning buckets. 

 Graves describes this type of work as UM-

COR's "back room" ministry.  The kits can 

be assembled on site at the UMCOR Depot 

West in Salt Lake City or in one's own loca-

tion and then perhaps one or two folks could 

make the trek to Salt Lake City to deliver the 

assembled kits.  It is important to assemble 

the kits as requested by UMCOR as incor-

rectly assembled kits often need to be disas-

sembled and repacked properly.  This is ne-

cessitated by the fact that some governments 

might refuse the aid if they determine some 

of the items to be dangerous or inappropriate 

such as a "rat tail" comb that can be used as a 

weapon.

They have honored 

Jean with a bumper sticker that hails her as 

"the best Grandma".  

 Since moving to Port Townsend Jean has 

shared her gifts as a Red Hat, helping at Kai 

Tai and Noah's Ark nursery at Presbyterian 

Church and singing a sound alto in the Trin-

ity choir. Jean is behind the scenes at Trin-

ity and helps to "get it done". Jean has pro-

vided the bread, grape juice and the com-

munion arrangement at church for many 

years.  She and Marlene Colvin are a great 

team.  

 When asked what words she would like to 

say for her Trinity family Jean states "I love 

the church and the friends I've made." When 

Jean left Rialto Congregational in Califor-

nia the Minister said her favorite Psalm 

121:8, was a going away gift:  "I will lift up 

mine eyes unto the hills, from whence 

cometh my help. My help cometh from the 

LORD, which made heaven and earth."  

 Jean Stanks exemplifies a living faith for 

her friends and family.

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Book Review

 Deborah Fallows is a linguist.  

She is deeply fascinated with lan-

guages, and is a good match for her 

husband, James Fallows, a writer 

and editor of Atlantic Magazine.  

Obviously they both have a flexi-

ble sense of adventure.  They have 

spent some time in Japan and three 

years in China. 

 While in residence in Beijing 

and Shanghai, she does not seek 

out the esoteric nuances of the 

Mandarin language, but with hu-

mor, curiosity, patience and also 

tolerance, she strives to learn the 

inner soul of the common man 

with whom she has daily congress. 

 She questions, ñWhy are the 

Chinese so abrupt and rude?  She 

struggles with the fact that when 

using the language she often thinks 

she is being abrupt, rude and crude.  

She always feels the urge to pad 

her responses with niceties, until 

she learns that, for example, 

ñplease pass the saltò has an oppo-

site effect of politeness.  Saying 

ñpleaseò indicates that the speaker 

wants to keep a social distance, so 

shouting, ñPass the salt!ò To 

whomever is sitting at the table is 

okay. 

 Fallows writes in a chapter head, 

ñThere are a billion people and 

countless dialects.  So I am 

shocked to read further that Chair-

man Mao ñspoke with such a 

heavy Hunan accent that most of 

the Chinese masses he ruled sim-

ply couldnôt understand him when 

he talkedò! 

 Tones are very important in the 

Mandarin language.  There are 

only 400 syllables, so there is a 

major confusion when a student of 

Chinese discovers a plethora of 

homonyms.  The English language 

also has homonyms such as knew 

and new, but the Chinese language 

overwhelms the student with the 

highs, the lows and the middle 

tones. 

 After exploring Deborah Fal-

lowsô struggles for understanding 

the language; her attempts to deci-

pher the behavior and habits of its 

people, I am less judgmental of the 

Chinese. 

 This is such an amusing, and 

enlightening read, I think it is a 

ñmustò due to the rapidly changing 

economic, social and political cli-

mate of the times.
