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 Terri McQuillen was born 

in Port Townsend to Mary 

McQuillen, who at the time of 

her death,  was the last full-

blood female Makah Indian.  

Mary was also a Princess of 

the tribe.  Terriôs father was a 

sailor from Oklahoma sta-

tioned at Fort Worden during 

World War II.  He died in 

1986 and Mary never remar-

ried.  Terri has two sisters and 

three brothers.  Her oldest 

brother lives in Port Town-

send.  Her youngest brother 

died in 1994. 

 While growing up in Port 

Townsend, Terri and her fam-

ily lived near the courthouse. 

She could always walk to 

school and came home for 

lunch every day.  From the 

time she was five years old, 

her Makah grandfather would 

walk her downtown to Del-

monicoôs restaurant where her 

uncle worked.  She remembers 

sitting at the long counter lis-

tening to the locals gossip and 

tell tall tales.  While walking 

downtown, her grandfather 

recounted stories of his ances-

tors along with the culture and 

history of his tribe.  She re-

members many of these stories 

and tries to relate them to her 

own children. 

 Terriôs dad retired from the 

Navy in 1961 then went to 

work in the Bremerton Ship-

yard, where he commuted 

daily.  He believed in spending 

quality time with each of his 

six children.  He took Terri 

sport fishing to several locales.  

She remembers celebrating her 

seventh birthday at Discovery 

Bay where she caught a 

salmon almost as big as her-

self.  When they returned 

home they were greeted by the 

family with a shouted 

ñHAPPY BIRTHDAY!ò  She 

was so startled she dropped her 

fish. 

 Terri enjoyed swimming in 

the local outdoor pool when 

she was a child. By the time 

she was in high school, the 

pool was enclosed and she 

became a swimming coach for 

four years at the junior high.  

She attended Peninsula Col-

lege for one year but had to 

discontinue  when her first 

child, Sabrina, was born.  

 Sabrina is expecting her first 

child in December and she 

knows it is a boy. Terri also 

has three sons; 29 year old 

Christopher, Randy, 27 and 

James, 23.  Christopher is  

married with a 6 year old step-

son, a two-year old boy and is 

expecting another boy.  Sa-

brina and James live in Port 

Townsend. 

 Terri loved growing up in 

Port Townsend.  She had so 

much freedom and there was 

no real prejudice against Indi-

ans until the Bolt Decision 

which allowed the Indians to 

gillnet for fish while the white 

fishermen were restricted to 

smaller catches.  Some fisher-

men placed bumper stickers on 

their trucks which said ñSave a 

Salmon, Kill an Indianò.  Terri 

has always thought of herself 

as Indian and is proud of it.  It 

depends on the person whether 

they use the term Indian or 

Native American. Her grandfa-

ther taught her, ñItôs only bad 

if you make it badò. 

 Terri attended College of  

Nursing in Omaha, Nebraska 

and worked as a nurse there for 

eight years.   It was in Omaha 

that her youngest son was 

born.  Her work experience has 

been working as an EMT, 

waitressing,  clerking at Safe-

way and innkeeping at the 

Bishop Hotel, the Swan and 

Anne Starrett House.  She ran 

unsuccessfully for City Coun-

cil but learned from the experi-

ence. 

 She enjoys reading mystery 

novels and stories about the 

Pacific Northwest that were 

left to her by her mother, spe-

cifically James Swan stories. 

Some of her favorite authors 

are John Sanford, Patricia 

Cornwall, Stuart Woods, John 

Gresham and Tess Gerritsen. 

She particularly likes medical 

mysteries. 

 Terri likes all kinds of mu-

sic, especially soft rock includ-

ing Elvis Presley and Johnny 

Cash.  She is also a fan of Glen 

Millerôs swing music.  Her 

favorite movie is ñFinding 

Nemoò, an animated film 

about a bright orange clown 

fish.  She is a big fan of Dis-

ney movies.  Her favorite food 

is fish, especially salmon.

 Itôs a little known fact that Trinity 

spent $542 on postage in 2008.  The 

church is currently on track to spend 

$726 in 2009.

  I can't say I wasn't warned. When I arrived 

for the Intro to Rowing class on July 11th, 

Coach Erica cautioned that rowing a boat 

with 7 other people and a coxswain can be 

maddeningly complex, addictively fun and 

for many, life-changing.  It can appear so 

graceful to see a rowing shell gliding along 

the water.  Little did I know how much learn-

ing would have to occur  just get the boat in 

the water and to get all of my 5 foot 10 inch, 

middle-aged body onto the tiny sliding seat - 

it was anything but graceful but provided 

interesting entertainment for all of the water-

front visitors. 

  I am still a novice, full of enthusiasm and 

hoping for skill to start showing up soon. 

Here are some of the life lessons learned and 

re-learned so far: 

 1) I am stronger than I knew and now 

stronger than I used to be. 

 2) Going backwards can be fun but in-

volves a lot of trust in strangers. 

 3) There is no "star" or MVP in a rowing 

shell - there is only teamwork. 

 4) Adolescent awkwardness can be revis-

ited at any age.

 8) Shepherd Wendell is right - tunnel vi-

sion is very useful. (How often I hear the 

coxswain call out, "eyes in the boat, Re-

becca!"). 

 9) I row like a girl..and that is a good thing. 

  10) There are times when quitting is just not 

an option.

 PEW REFINISHING: We are start-

ing the refinish of the original pews. 

This consists of stripping, staining 

and finishing. We experimented with 

doing the stripping ourselves, but 

found that this task is very time con-

suming and requires a special work 

location. We have arranged with Car-

penterôs Furniture Stripping in Brem-

erton to do the stripping. We will take 

a few pews at a time to Carpenterôs 

and then stain and finish them in the 

playschool room at the back of the 

church. 

 There are 14 pews to be refinished. 

The total process will cost about $400 

per pew (a little less for the 3 shortest 

pews). We currently only have 

enough money in the Restoration Ac-

count to start on the 3 shortest pews. 

We will only proceed with additional 

work as we have money to pay the 

bills. Donations are needed. In par-

ticular, you can sign up to sponsor a 

pew for $400 or half a pew, etc. We 

will find a way to recognize this spon-

sorship. Suggestions on ways to ac-

knowledge sponsors are welcome. 

 TASK LIST: The most significant 

task completion is the painting of the 

upper wall and tower on the Clay 

Street side of the church. The door 

and window molding in the library is 

now in. 

 PEW CUSHIONS: This activity 

will now be postponed until early 

next year. The primary reasons being 

Terry  and Inger Rankin found that 

there is a bit more work involved than 

earlier recognized and we wonôt have 

the money to hire Inger to make the 

cushions until that time. 

 As before, the task list and the cur-

rent status of the work is posted in the 

basement. 

 OTHER: The Trustees and Admin-

istrative Board are currently develop-

ing updated policies and prices for 

external users of our facilities. Iôll 

report on this next month, but if you 

have any questions, please contact 

me.

 Our next Candlelight Concert moves 

from the 1950s (The Copy Cat Trio) to 

the mellow voice lyrics of the 1960s Folk 

Era songs represented by the Kingston 

Trio, The Brothers Four and The Lime-

lighters.  Shady Grove, a returning Can-

dlelight Concert performer, is relatively 

new in the Port Townsend music arena.  

The group includes Larry Costello , Chet 

Rideout, Don Fristoe and Pete Rowan 

who perform with guitar, banjo, mando-

lin, bongo drums and string bass.  They 

feature three-part harmony of the familiar 

ballads and folk songs of the ó60s. 

 The three singers all live in Port Town-

send and grew up through the 1950ôs and 

1960ôs under the influence of folk music.  

Don Fristoe explains, ñI remember in 

1958 when óTom Dooleyô was taking 

over the rock airwaves, my father came 

home with the Kingston Trioôs first al-

bum and said, youôve got to hear this!ò  

All of the Shady Grove singers were bit-

ten by the folk music bug and expressed 

it in similar ways. 

 Larry Costello played folk guitar in the 

Bay Area during its heyday and has per-

formed in the Dream City Rambles and 

other folk groups in Port Townsend.  

Chet Rideout took up mandolin during 

the ó60s in Boulder, Colorado, getting his 

first banjo in 1974.  He performed in a 

duet known as the Millrat  and the Profes-

sor at historic festivals in Indiana.  Don 

Fristoe learned guitar on his own, but did 

most of his picking in his living room.  

He has been a student of guitar chords 

and of folk music as performed by the 

greats of the ó60s.  Rounding out the 

group is Pete Rowan who gives Shady 

Grove their BIG BASS BEAT on his 

string bass.

Pipe Organ Report No. 32: The Baroque Organ  
By Stan Goddard  

 Many thanks to all those who helped move 

the new blower and all the other components 

from the library up to the balcony. The 

blower had to be taken apart because it was 

too heavy to move safely up the stairs. It is 

now re-assembled and connected to the air 

lines. If you look up into the corner where 

the old blower box was located youôll see a 

much smaller unit tucked away in about one 

third of the space. 

 The electricians from Fredericksonôs in-

stalled a special switching system that turns 

on the 220 volt blower by command from the 

console computer. This system keeps the 

high voltage and low voltage lines separate 

from each other as required by code to elec-

trical problems and maintain fire safety. 

All the pipes that had been removed to allow 

the blower to be put into place have been 

replaced and will soon be ready to play. 

The big news is that the computer control 

system that is the brains of the new organ is 

now functioning as designed. When a key is 

pressed a signal is sent to the appropriate 

wind chest and then to the specific magnet 

that controls the flow of air to the designated 

pipe.  

 De-bugging has now shifted to the wind 

chests. Some of the pipes (less than 10 %) 

are not playing because their air valve is not 

functioning properly or the pipe itself has a 

problem from all the handling it has received. 

Once these problems are solved the pipes 

will be roughly tuned so that they will sound 

when played from the keyboard. Further tun-

ing will await re-plumbing the wind system. 

The wind system that we now have is very 

simple, all the air is delivered from the 

blower to one large regulator box which then 

supplies wind at one set pressure to all the 

wind chests. This system was adequate for 

testing purposes but it is not actually suitable 

for all the wind chests. The 

reason is that several of the 

chests require a specific pres-

sure, either higher or lower 

than average because of the 

type of pipes installed on 

them.  

 The new system will provide exactly the 

pressures needed in each case, from as low as 

2 inches of water to 4 inches of water. Note: 

this curious measurement system is used 

because of the low pressures involved. For 

instance, 2 inches of water is exactly 0.07222 

pounds per square inch! Organ builders pre-

fer to reference easily understood and re-

membered round numbers. The pressures 

used are typical of the human breath as 

needed to play orchestral instruments! 

Achieving this goal of specific pressures 

requires the use of four pressure regulators in 

the air supply system. 

 We have received word that the 12 metal 

pipes that form the center of the organôs fa-

çade have been modified as requested and 

are now ready for pickup. The modifications 

included shortening the longest pipes and 

installing brackets on the rear of each pipe to 

allow them to be safely hung in place. Short-

ening an organ pipe changes the pitch. To 

bring the pipe back to pitch an internal 

smaller diameter short section of pipe is in-

serted at the upper end, extending its musical 

length. This is a rather tricky modification 

and has required the expertise of Paul Fritts 

and Company, organ builders of Tacoma to 

do the job. Way out of our skill level! 

 We are on track to have this organ playing 

for its dedication on November 15, but we 

can always use some more help, particularly 

financially, as this is a long uphill push. 

Thanks for all your help in the past and your 

patience in this endeavor.
